I reviewed your translated version and compared to my original.  I have only 2 points for you to consider:

1.       On your number 5, will the respondents know you mean PHYSICAL health instead of emotional health?  Since 5 is part of physical subscale, it would be best to capture that as a physical problem.

2.       On your number 6, how does it differ from your number 2?  Both 2 and 6 are in the psychological subscale, so maybe it doesn’t matter.  I wonder if the respondents will recognize the difference or will it seem like the same question.
